GENERAL RULES OF CONDUCT

RULES AND REGULATIONS

The rental rate (including utilities) shall be $      ____per month, payable in arrears, on or before the first of the month following occupancy and each month thereafter. If payment is not received by the fifth working day of each month following occupancy, housing can be terminated by the Marin Sector. 

GENERAL CONDITIONS AND CONDUCT 

Housing accommodations are made available for those persons actively employed on temporary assignment (seasonal).  China Camp SP staff has first priority for accommodations. However when a vacancy exists, seasonal staff from other units may request use of the facility. As a tenant you are expected to conduct yourself in a responsible manner. To promote good will and harmonious living conditions, all tenants are to respect all other tenants' property and right to privacy. Marin Sector strongly enforces a nondiscrimination policy. Discrimination by segregation or otherwise against any person or persons because of age, race, creed, religion, color, sex, disability, Vietnam ERA and Special Disabled Veteran, sexual orientation, or national origin will not be tolerated. 

Each tenant will be assigned a room.  Tenant will supply all furnishings household goods for their personal use. No more than three DPR employees of either gender will be assigned to a seasonal China Camp trailer. 

RULES AND REGULATIONS 

As a tenant, I agree to adhere to the following rules and regulations, and understand that failure to comply will be considered grounds for eviction. 

The storage of, or consumption of, alcoholic beverages shall not be permitted by any person under 21 years of age. 

For the consideration of all occupants, SMOKING is prohibited in the Temporary Housing Facility. 

No pets are allowed in the Temporary Housing Facility (except for those animals to assist disabled persons). 

No tenant shall carry, use, or store firearms, other dangerous, deadly or illegal weapons, or explosives, either openly or concealed. 

All tenants shall comply with vehicular and pedestrian traffic. Drivers of all vehicles in or on property shall drive in a careful and safe manner at all times, and shall comply with signals and directions of all posted signs. All tenants shall comply with the parking plan or assignment of parking space.  Blocking entrances, driveways, walks, loading platforms, or fire hydrants in or on said property is prohibited. The posted vehicular speed limit within the park residence area is fifteen (15) miles per hour. 

The unauthorized use or taking of another occupant's property or belongings will not be tolerated. 

Tenants shall not let or sublet the whole or any portion of the premises, assign this occupancy to a third party, conduct any commercial business nor use the premises or provided utilities for private gain, or make any alterations in or on the property. 

Tenants are not to participate in solicitation or distribute handbills for commercial or for personal use. No overnight users. Visitors are allowed only when accompanied by an occupant. All visitors must leave prior to 10:00 p. m., and may not arrive earlier than 8:00 a.m. 

Guest parking--guests may park at the temporary housing facility parking area during authorized visits (refer to the above regulation), ONLY. Guests will not be permitted to park the vehicle(s) overnight. 

Guests or unauthorized personnel are prohibited from using the temporary housing for their own purposes, such as but not limited to: operating the washers/dryers, occupying sleeping quarters and using showers. Preparation of food and cooking in the kitchen are allowed only when in the presence of the occupant. ONLY assigned tenants at the temporary housing units are authorized to use this facility. As a tenant, you are responsible for the actions of your guest(s). 

All tenants are required to comply with quiet hours, which are designated between 10:00 p.m. to 6:00 a.m. Many occupants will be working different shifts. 

Please be considerate. No loud music will be permitted at any time. 

All shared areas, which include the: kitchen, common area, dining room, restrooms, and laundry room, are to be kept clean and orderly at all times. As a tenant, you are responsible for cleaning up after yourself in these areas. For the consideration of all occupants, food placed in cabinets and refrigerators will be stored in closed containers or plastic/foil wrap. Occupants are responsible for cleaning up after themselves. 

As tenant I agree to clean and keep in good order my assigned area and unit. Cleaning includes but is not limited to: wiping off counters, refrigerators, stoves, ovens, tables, after use; sweep, damp mop floors, empty trash, dust receptacles, vacuum, replace books/magazines, etc. in their proper places, clean laundry room vacuuming, dusting, placing all articles of clothing and personal belongings, in their proper unit, and maintaining duplex unit and grounds in a neat and orderly appearance. All tenants are responsible for maintaining wildfire clearance. 

Upon vacating, tenant will leave the residence and premises in a clean and orderly condition. 

No vehicle repair will be done at the Temporary Housing Complex (including all surrounding areas). Emergency repairs only will be permitted, such as repairing a flat tire. 

California State Parks does not assume responsibility or liability for lost or stolen property. 

For the purpose of security, insect control, housekeeping, and conserving energy, all exterior doors shall remain closed and locked when building is not occupied. 

Occupant shall notify the Park Maintenance Supervisor immediately of any and all repair or problems. 

I have read and understand these rules and regulations. I understand that occupancy in the Temporary Housing Facility is a privilege and not a condition of my employment. 

Rooms are subject to inspection for the purposes of, but not limited to: move-in and move-out procedures,  annual inspections and when deemed necessary by a supervisor for compliance issues.
